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Surface -Canvas tote bag
Stencils- “Decoart Americana Stencil Decor Old French Script” and Fleur de Lis Tile Stencils
Americana SoSoft Paint- Hauser Light Green, Avocado, Dioxide Purple, White, Lamp Black, Primary Blue, Transparent medium.
Brushes- size 8 Filbert, 5/8 Angle, 

Additional Supplies- Plastic or cardboard barrier, transfer paper, palette paper, stencil sponge, painters’ tape, paper towels, water basin, and hair dryer.
Black Identi-pen

Let’s get started:
1.  Place a piece of plastic or cardboard inside the tote bag to prevent paint from going through to other side of tote bag. 
2. Place Old French Script stencil over the tote bag and load your stencil sponge with Hauser Light Green, tap off a small amount, then stipple the Hauser Light Green paint over the stencil till background is covered. 
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3. Place the Fleur de Lis Tile stencil over the tote and stencil the small fleur randomly over the tote with the stencil sponge loaded with Primary Blue and lightly tap off excess and then apply to stencil. 
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4. Dry tote bag completely with hair dryer. 
5. Transfer pattern if needed with transfer paper if needed.  
Painting the stems and Leaves:
1. Paint in the leaves with Transparent medium, then Basecoat the leaves with Hauser Light Green. Working wet into wet load your brush with Avocado and work and blend the shadow colors in the base of the leaves. Rinse brush and add Dioxide Purple to highlight the leaves as seen in photos.
2. Basecoat the stems with Hauser Light Green and working wet into wet paint with Avocado on the left side of the stem. Highlight with Dioxide Purple. 

Painting the Hydrangeas: 
1. Load the #8 Filbert brush with Primary Blue. Paint in several petals in the background of the flowers. Without reloading the brush pick up Dioxide Purple and paint additional petals. Rinse brush and reload the brush with White and Dioxide purple and continue mixing paint colors as you continue to finish painting the petals. 

NOTE: Paint the back petals darker than the front petals. Continue until all petals are painted. 

2. Dot lamp black randomly into center of the flower petals. 

3. Let the paint dry completely. 
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Complete the painting:
1. Load the script liner brush with Titanium White and add highlights to the Fleur de Lis Tile. See photo for placement. 
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2. Using the Identi-pen trace around the leaves, inside the leaf’s veins, and outside of the stems as shown in photos.
