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DecoArt:

Chartreuse Yellow

Cool White

Eggshell

Evergreen

Foliage Green

Lavender

Macha Green

Purple Petal

Royal Purple

True Ochre

Brushes:  FM Black Gold: #10 & #16 shader; #0 liner; #8 & #10 filbert; #5/0 liner; L Mezzaluna.

Special Supplies:  DecoArt all-purpose sealer; DecoArt Soft Touch varnish; mop brush; compass; chalkstone pencil.

Dark Mix:  Royal Purple + Evergreen (approx. 1:1). 

This design is inspired by my love for violets, violets growing in special places in our home in special pots, and a line in the poem, “Field Flowers” by Thomas Campbell, a Scottish poet of the late 18th and early 19th centuries.
Background (Frame and Insert):  Sand, seal, sand.  Base Eggshell.  Trace on pattern.  (This step is just done on the frame.)  Working one side of the design at a time (this is done wet-on-wet so you need to move quickly),  dampen one side right next to the pattern, pulling the water out from that edge (I used quite a bit of water in my brush),  side-load #16 shader with Macha Green, blend, apply next to pattern line, then drag out, letting the water move the paint and let it disappear into the background.  Mop with a mop brush to smooth out.  Do this all the way around the design.  When totally dry, repeat, using Foliage Green; repeat, using Evergreen; repeat, adding touches of Lavender, here-and-there.  As I mopped each layer into the background, some of the color stayed on my brush and added touches of color to the background.

Leaves:  Lightly float Macha Green on light areas, walking toward, but not into, darker areas; repeat, using Chartreuse Yellow.  Lightly float Foliage Green on the darker areas walking toward, but not into, all the light areas; repeat, adding Evergreen to dirty brush; repeat, adding more Evergreen to dirty brush; repeat, adding a touch of Royal Purple to dirty brush and adding just to darkest areas.  Lightly add a liner for center and side veins with a brush-mix of Foliage Green and Macha Green (approx. 1:2).  Stem:  Using colors as above for leaves, add light area in the center and darker areas at base and next to flowers.
Violets:  Lightly float Purple Petal on light areas, walking toward, but not into, darker areas; repeat, adding Cool White to dirty brush; repeat, adding more Cool White to brightest areas.  Lightly float a brush-mix of Purple Petal + Lavender (approx. 1:1) on the darker areas walking toward, but not into, all the light areas; repeat, adding more Lavender to dirty brush; repeat, adding Royal Purple to dirty brush; repeat, adding a touch of Evergreen to dirty brush and adding just to darkest areas.  Centers:  Tap in centers with True Ochre and the tip of your liner brush.  Add Chartreuse Yellow to brightest areas.  Lightly float Royal Purple where the centers meet the center of the flowers.  
Line, Lettering, Edges of Frame:  Line:  Using compass and chalkstone pencil, measure in about 1/2” from the edge.  Using Dark Mix (see above), begin line at the curve and pull toward flowers, slowly lifting brush so it fades into the background.  I did this twice so it is nice and dark at the curves.  Lettering:  Using 5/0 liner, line in with Dark Mix.  Edges:  Paint with Dark Mix.
Finishing:  If you need to clean up any rough edges of the leaves or flowers, float the darkest green color you used next to them, being careful to lay your brush on the pattern line.  Lightly float touches of Royal Purple in the darkest areas.  Lightly float touches of Macha Green and Foliage Green here-and-there on the flowers.  Lightly float touches of Purple Petal and Lavender here-and-there on leaves.  Lightly add touches of Chartreuse Yellow here-and-there to both leaves and flowers.  Pick up Dark Mix on dry Mezzaluna, take out excess on palette, then scrub on the corners where the design is painted.  Varnish with several coats Soft Touch varnish.
